3.  Successful applicants may reapply in subsequent years.


4.  Applicant must be pursuing a career in teaching.  

5.  No one related to the donor/s, members of the review committee, the Homer Foundation Board of Trustees or its employees shall be eligible for this scholarship.


Selection Criteria:  

This is a competitive application process.  Selection will be made without regard for race, color, national origin, gender or sexual orientation of candidate.  Applicants will be judged on:

     c.  two letters of recommendation from adults not related to applicant

     d.  financial need based on the FAFSA Student Aid Report and other proof of need
