2018 Application and Guidelines
The Drew Scalzi Memorial Maritime Scholarship was established in 2006 by the North Pacific Fisheries Association and the Scalzi Family in memory of Drew Scalzi.  The underlying philosophy of the scholarship is to nurture young adults pursuing their careers in the maritime field or who are from fishing/maritime families.  First and foremost Drew was a fisherman, and he firmly believed in helping those who endeavored to advance their knowledge and abilities.  Drew also had a love of sports and politics, so in the event there is no qualified scholarship applicant, funds will be directed towards high school level political science or athletic programs, at the committee’s discretion.
Award:  

One or more scholarships will be awarded to cover costs of tuition at an accredited college, university or approved technical program.  Award amount varies $500- $1000. 
Eligibility:  
1) Applicant must be a resident of the Homer – Anchor Point area, 16 -25 years of age.

2) Applicant must have either:   a) personal experience in the maritime industry within Alaska, or whose family has been involved in the maritime industry within Alaska; or b) plans to pursue technical training to work in the maritime industry in Alaska.  
3) No one related to the donor/s, members of the review committee, the Homer Foundation Board of Trustees or its employees shall be eligible for this scholarship.

Selection Criteria:  
This is a competitive application process.  Selection will be made without regard for race, color, national origin, gender or sexual orientation of candidate. The following criteria will be considered for selection:  personal vision/goals statement, resume, 2 letters of recommendation, and the student’s demonstrated interest and connection to the maritime industry in Alaska.  Priority will be given to graduating high school seniors.

B)  For students applying for technical training to prepare for a job in the Alaska maritime industry, please tell us where you are planning to attend, whether or not you have been accepted, the cost, and what your employment and career goals are.  Please describe any prior connection you have to the Alaskan maritime industry.
